
 Guidelines 

1. To be eligible for nomination youth MUST be high school students (either public or private) and residents 

of Newport News, Virginia. 

2. Nominee must show excellence in all of the following areas:  

a. Community Service: A notable commitment to improve their community through volunteer or 

service projects. 

b. Leadership: Exceptional initiative enlisting the help of peers and guiding them in the achievement 

of set goals. 

c. Citizenship: Significant involvement in creating a community that promotes cultural diversity and 

community collaboration.   

3. Three Nominees will be chosen by a Selection Committee and participate in a panel interview. 

4. Award will be presented at the Boards and Commission Reception in December. 

The selected individual will receive a plaque, $100 savings bond, lunch with the Mayor, and a winner’s pack from 

the City of Newport News. The young person will serve as an ambassador for the City of Newport News. As 

ambassador, the winner will be invited to city events and serve as the official youth spokesperson for the City of 

Newport News.
