Ride On Bus Program for Newport News Youths

Rules and Regulations 2012
(revised January 17, 2012)

· One card will be issued to each eligible Newport News youth who completes the entire registration process.

· Children must be at least 38 inches in height to obtain a card and to use the bus service. The maximum age is 17 for participation in this program.   

· Card is valid for unlimited bus rides at no charge to the youth on any regular routes of Hampton Roads Transit originating in Newport News.

· Each participant must have his/her own individual card.  

· To complete the registration process, at least one parent or legal guardian must be present and fill out all appropriate forms.  The participant must provide proof of age and residency to complete the process. The participant must be present at the registration process and supply one form of a pictured identification. 

· Participants ride the bus at their own risk. The participant is solely responsible for all stops and locations that he/she travels.

· Hampton Roads Transit (HRT) serves the Peninsula as well as Southside Hampton Roads (Chesapeake, Norfolk, Portsmouth and Virginia Beach). The participant assumes all risk for travel to any location. 
· The participant and parent are responsible for any and all injuries he/she may incur in going to, or coming from, and in the use of, the HRT buses that serve the program.
· Card is not transferable and does not include ridership charges for siblings or other family members or friends.

· The Ride On card is valid from January 1, 2012 – through January 31, 2013.  

· An official Ride On Bus Program card will be issued at the conclusion of the registration process.

· Registration may be completed during normal operating hours at the following:

Department of Parks, Recreation & Tourism Main Office at City Center, Courthouse Way Community Center, Doris Miller Community Center, Brittingham-Midtown Community Center, others TBA
· A pictured ID AND the Ride On Bus Program card are required for each bus usage and at all times while utilizing the bus service.

· Lost or stolen cards must be reported immediately to the Parks, Recreation & Tourism Office (926-1400) or HRT.  Replacement cards will be available at $15 each and may be obtained at the registration centers. A damaged or worn out card may be replaced at no charge if card is returned and identification is presented. 

· Participation in the Ride On program is a privilege. To keep this privilege you must obey the following rules while on the bus:

1. Comply with all state and local laws (including curfew laws).

2. Eating, drinking, cursing, smoking, fighting, and excess noise are not permitted.

3. No playing of radios or CD players.

4. Program Participant must remain seated while the bus is in motion
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Failure to obey the above rules and regulations will result in revocation of your Ride On Bus Program card by the HRT bus driver and/or City staff.
