(1) to (5) for those with developmental disabilities. Staff utilizes 

sight, sound, and counting of children to ensure that all are present 

and safe at all times.  

Assessments 

All those participants in Therapeutics must take part in an 

assessment.  The cost for an individual is $60.00 and for a family it 

is $100.00.  For re-evaluation (those currently enrolled in the 

program) these fees are $30.00 per child and $50.00 for a family. 

These fees are non-refundable.
